



Title: KS1 Likes and Dislikes





Description: An exercise to examine what children like and dislike, what influences them and how these likes and dislikes change over time.

Learning Objectives:  That our likes and dislikes can be different from other people, that with time our like and dislike lists would change and that we need to be more sensitive when expressing likes and dislikes about people rather than ordinary everyday objects.





Suggested activities: 





Start by asking the children to complete classroom.doc.  They are writing in the squares and triangles six things they like and dislike about the classroom.





Repeat this for the document school.doc.  This time they are identifying four things for likes and dislikes and there is also an opportunity for colouring in the jigsaw pieces.  Encourage them to pick two colours.  Their most favourite for likes and their least favourite for dislikes.





Do the same for play.doc.  Then introduce the final sheet us.doc.  Let the children complete this in the same way without any further guidance.





On a flip chart or large piece of paper ask the group what they have said on each document.  Collate their responses, only adding to the list those that have not already been said.





Ask the children which of the four documents they found the most difficult to complete and why?





If they did the same exercise next month would they put down the same or different things?  Why do our opinions change.

Learning outcomes:  That our likes and dislikes can be different from other people.  That our likes and dislikes will probably change with time.  That we need to find a way of resolving conflicts when our likes are not the same.





Extension activities:  


Repeat same exercise in a months time and see if the children’s opinions have changed.





Suggested classroom organisation:  This is best delivered as a discrete topic.
