



Title: KS1 Rules





Description: An exercise to appreciate why rules are important, how we decide upon rules, what can happen when we break rules and when it might be necessary not to obey rules.

Learning Objectives:  That rules are important.  That different rules apply in different situations. That you can be involved in constructing and reviewing rules.





Suggested activities: 





Start by discussing with the children the facts.doc.  Ask them why they think we have rules?  Are rules good or bad?  Who constructs the rules?  The last point on the facts sheet may need extra help.  Encourage the children to give examples of these differences.





Next move on to our rules.  Start with the global.doc.  Do they agree with these rules?  Would they add any different ones? Do the same for playground.doc and class.doc.





Why do we have different rules in different places?  Which of the rules from the three documents that they have studied could be applied anywhere?





Ask the children to write a similar list of rules for a. The dining room and b. Your home.





Discuss in what circumstances it would be all right not to follow rules.
