



Title: KS1 Working together





Description: An exercise to show children why in certain circumstance we need to work together.

Learning Objectives:  For children to realise the value of others.  That we are important as an individual and also as a member of a cooperative working group.





Suggested activities: 





Start by reading the hand.doc.  At points in the poem some of the children could be encouraged to try carry out the exercise.  It is better to select a few children in order that no individual child is the focus of a discouraging activity.





Ask the children to identify other situations where they would need to co-operate in order to achieve a goal.  When you are all set a task to complete, why is it sometimes difficult to get along with each other.  What do you have to consider when you are working in a group to working individually on a task.  Record the children’s views on a flipchart or large piece of paper.

Learning outcomes:  That we can sometimes achieve more by working together.  That when we work together we must modify our behaviour if we are to be successful.





Extension activities:  


Divide children into smaller groups and give each a specific task to achieve.  The task should be carefully selected in order that all of the groups contributions are required.  Open ended problem solving exercises are probably the best.





Suggested classroom organisation:  This can be delivered as a ‘circle time’ activity.
