


Title: BULLYING





Description:   An exercise to raise the awareness of bullying and where to go for help.

Learning Objectives:  To understand who bullies really are, where bullying can occur, what is bullying and the action you can take to stop bullying.





Suggested activities: 





Intro: Ask the children what they would recognise a bully and who they think gets bullied.  Take the children through who.doc.  Are they surprised that famous people have been bullied?  Ask them to put their hands up if they have every experienced bullying (put your up it applies to you!).





Main: On the Internet show the children how one school has tackled the problem of bullying :


Bullying: One schools action plan – case study of Mallory School

Ask the children to record how the school is trying to stop bullying and support the victims of bullies.





Next, either:


Examine your schools bullying policy remind them or introduce yours.  Ask them if they think it works and are there anyways that they could make it better.





Collaboratively work on producing a school bullying policy.  What should be in it?  Who should be responsible for making it work?





Finally, take the children through the cando.doc and discuss with them the suggestions for dealing with bullying.  Do they think these suggestions would work?





Plenary:


Explain to the children stopping bullying is everybody’s responsibility.  That incidents of bullying should never be ignored or worse endured in silence.  Always tell somebody and get help.
