In the last ten years the number of car journeys to schools has nearly doubled from 16% to 30%.


In Great Britain cars account for 82% of all vehicle mileage.


Car traffic has grown by 15 times since 1950.


It is estimated that there will be 31.4 million vehicles on UK roads by 2021.


Road users can be exposed to up to three times as much air pollution sat in a car than as pedestrians or cyclists.


Road transport is responsible for 90% of London’s air pollution.


Road traffic growth is one of the main reasons for community noise complaints.


For every 40 lorry load of goods taken to a supermarket you need 500 cars to take it away.


The average business car traveller spends nearly 11 hours per week behind the wheel of a car.  During these 11 hours they will be stuck in traffic jams for 2 hours.
